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Test Updates 

Tennessee Department of Education (TDOE) has revised Praxis 
II requirements for the following endorsement areas. 

Instrumental Music Candidates  

• New test is 5115, Music: Instrumental and General Knowledge (cut score 
150). 

Vocal Music Candidates 

• New test is 5116, Music: Vocal and General Knowledge (cut score 153). 

SPED Comprehensive K-12 

• New test is 5547: Special Education: Severe to Profound (cut score 156). 

SPED Interventionist K-8 & 6-12 

• New test is 5355, Special Education: Foundational Knowledge (cut score 
145). 

Family & Consumer Science 

• New test is 5123, Family & Consumer Sciences (cut score 151).

CPR/AED/First Aid 
Certification 

Candidates are required to 
show proof of valid CPR, 
AED, & First Aid training 
before entering the clinical 
placement. Certification must 
include all three: CPR, AED, & 
First Aid and remain valid 
throughout clinical 
placement.  

Blended learning CPR 
certifications are accepted. 
Fully online certifications 
WILL NOT be accepted.

Important Reminders When Registering for Praxis 
Exams 

When creating your account, the Social Security number field is 
optional. However, it is not optional for teacher licensure candidates. 
Tennessee State Department of Education will match your license 
application and your Praxis scores by your Social Security number. 

At the time of registration, you will also need to select Tennessee Tech 
(1804) as one of your recipients. If you are taking the exam in 
Tennessee, it will automatically go to the Tennessee Department of 
Education. If you are taking an exam in a different state, you will need to 
add Tennessee Department of Education (8190) as a recipient.  

NOTE: You will need to select Tennessee Tech (1804) EVERY TIME 
you register for an exam. 

Failure to add your full/correct Social Security number and/or not listing 
TTU as a score recipient, may result in paying an additional $50 to send 
an updated score report.

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Type to enter text Financial Assistance for Praxis Exam 

Candidates may be eligible for a fee waiver to cover the cost 
of a praxis exam. 

To be eligible, you must meet the following eligibility criteria: 

• You're receiving financial  aid. 

• You’re enrolled in an undergraduate or graduate program 
and can provide a current Enrollment Verification 
Certificate. (You’re ineligible if you have a master’s or a 
doctoral degree.) 

• You can provide the 2024–2025 FAFSA Student Aid Report 
(SAR) that shows an Expected Family Contribution (EFC) of 
$3,000 or less. 

• You’re required to take a Praxis test by an authorized score 
recipient. 

All requests are processed on a first-come, first-served basis.
